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Overview
Libby offers tons of free eBooks for you to check out through your library, and Kindle offers a convenient way to read eBooks whether at home or on the go. In this class, we will go over the steps you need to follow in order to borrow an eBook from Libby and transfer them to your Kindle.

Getting Started
In order to use Libby and Kindle, you will need the following things:
1. Device to access an internet browser, such as a smartphone or laptop/computer
2. Library card and pin
3. Login and password for your Amazon account

Optionally, you may want to have your Kindle handy and connected to Wi-Fi to make sure the book has been downloaded and is accessible.

Libby
To borrow a book from Libby, you must first log into Libby. There are two ways that you can do this.

1. From a computer, go to Libbyapp.com
2. Download the Libby app onto your smartphone

With both the Libby app and Libbyapp.com, you are able to read eBooks or listen to audiobooks directly. However, if you want to also access eBooks on a Kindle, there are a couple extra steps you need to take. 

Signing Up
If you’ve never signed into Libby before, this is where your library card and pin come in.

1. When asked if you have a library card, answer “Yes”
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2. To find Barrington Area Library, select “Search For A Library” on the next section
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3. Type in “Barrington Area Library” into the search and then select it when it appears below





4. You still need to add your library card to borrow eBooks, so on the next screen, select “Sign In With My Card” and add your card number when prompted
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5. You can now search the Libby library for books you can borrow

Libby Navigation
There are 5 key icons at the bottom of the screen that you’ll need to know to navigate Libby.
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1. The first one looks like a magnifying glass, and it is the search
2. The second looks like a little building, and that is Barrington Area Library’s Libby homepage, where there are special curated sections and suggestions
3. The third one looks like 3 horizontal lines, and that is the menu where you can get to settings and your library card, in case you ever need to update the number
4. The fourth one is a stack of books, and that is your shelf, where you can see what you currently have borrowed or on hold, as well as due dates
5. The fifth looks like a clock, and that is your timeline of reading

All of these have helpful uses, but for today’s class, we are going to focus on the search and your shelf.

Searching for Kindle eBooks
To borrow an eBook, we must first search for a book we want.

1. Tap or click on the magnifying glass
2. In the search bar, type in an author’s name or title you’re looking for
3. I typed in Spare, and found that there were 12 titles, 11 of them are books and 1 is an audiobook
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4. [image: ]I want to know that the book I borrow can be used on Kindle, so to narrow it down, tap or click on the three lines (filter settings) directly under my search that look like this: 
5. Scroll all the way down to “Read With…” and select “Kindle”
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6. The search results will now only show Kindle books

Borrowing eBooks
1. Once you’ve found a title you want, it will give you an option either to borrow or to place hold
a. If you select “Place Hold”, you will be notified when it is your turn to borrow the title. You will have 3 days to choose to borrow, deliver it later, or cancel the hold
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b. If you select “Borrow,” you will be told how long you have the book for and given the options to open the book now, keep browsing, or go to your shelf

2. Once you borrow the eBook, select “Open Book”
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3. When it asks you how you want to read the book, select “Kindle”


4. A new window or tab should open up with Amazon

Amazon and Kindle
At this point, a new screen should have taken you to Amazon. As a security measure, sometimes Amazon will require you to sign in.

1. Enter your Amazon login (typically you email) and password

2. Once you’ve logged in, you will be taken to the book on Amazon
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3. On the right, click the yellow button that says “Get Library Book”


4. Make sure your Kindle is connected to Wi-Fi so it can download the eBook

Once the Kindle has downloaded the eBook, you will be able to find it in your Kindle library until either the loan period is up or you manually return the eBook on your shelf in Libby
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
